Just like Bob Dylan, Boudewijn de Groot (music) and Lennaert Nijgh (lyrics) were experimenting with folk music with electric backing. This is their second album. Pre-dating The Beatles "Sgt. Pepper" by four months, this concept album is all about coming of age, losing your wilderness of youth and uncertain steps in the adult world. 
Many songs of the album are now regarded as Dutch language pop standards. The title track incorporates pipe organ (not sure who played it and which organ was used; the organist was not credited; Feike Asma?), probably the first time a pop record included pipe organ. "Naast Jou" and "Verdronken Vlinder" could have been hits when released as singles. "Het Land Van Maas En Waal" is the Dutch counterpart of Bob Dylan "Rainy Day Women Nos 12 & 35". It was a domestic number one hit single. Its B-side "Testament" is often regarded as one of the best Dutch song lyrics ever written (could have been an A-side in its own right). "Beneden Alle Peil" is similar in style.
Definitely one of the best Dutch language pop albums of the 1960s. One you can even buy if you do not understand the language.
